Companies Offering Maintenance Services in the Energy Sector
Due to the structure of the Chinese power sector, there are no private companies engaged in operation and maintenance. In power generation as well as distribution, the project developer/owner is responsible for the operation and maintenance of the facilities. 
Wind Power  


There are several wind farms that work with technical support the wind turbine supplier during the first years.
Goldwind, for example, gives on-the-job training to the wind farm staff (of the Datang Jiling Shuangliao Wind Farm, Hebei Hong-Song Wind Power Share Holding Ltd, Changtu Liaoning Wind Farm) and is in charge of operation and maintenance during the first two years. After that time, the full responsibility will devolve to the project operator. 
Nordex has quite a large service network comprising two engineers stationed at each wind farm during the warranty period in charge of operation and maintenance. Furthermore, there are mobile task forces of altogether nine engineers, which are located in areas with installed Nordex turbines.

China Longyuan has plans establish its own O&M Company that shall mainly serve its own wind farms in the beginning, but also offer services to other wind farms within their technical and personnel means. This company will be the first one to provide independent O&M services.

Another company is Huaneng New Energy Industrial Co. Ltd. (HNEIC), a subsidiary company solely owned by China Huaneng Group. The company is engaged in new energy projects, and its scope of business includes services in the areas of sales and marketing of the engineering construction equipment, as well as the related technology development, transference, training and maintenance. Whether these services are only offered to the company’s own projects or also to other developers is not clear.
A remarkable trend in wind farm development is that project developers applying for CDM often state that the additionally received funds will be used as a reserve for the (higher) maintenance costs of advanced turbines. 

Transmission system:
When the State Power Corporation was split up in 2003, its responsibilities towards the operation and management of the grid were assigned to two newly founded grid companies. These two companies, namely the State Grid Corporation and the Southern China Grid Corporation, direct five regional power grid companies. 24 provincial electric power companies, subordinate to the regional grid companies, are in charge of power administration in the provinces. These are namely
